· Staff began installation of sprinklers on Soda Springs Ski Hill in preparation for spray irrigation.

· Constructed shed for sludge polymer drum and mixing unit.

· Rototilled and sanded sludge drying beds.

· Began filling sludge-drying beds with sludge.

· Staff assisted Telstar with second and final radio check for telemetry project.

· He attended telemetry project update meeting with Telstar and Sauers Engineering.

· Conducted tour of spray irrigation fields for ECO-Logic engineering staff.

· Discovered a small sewer spill (<100) gallons at sewer lift station #7.  The spill was caused by electrical failure due to a power outage in the area. The problem went undiscovered due to the failure of the warning light on the station. The spill was reported to all of the proper authorities.

· Trouble shot and repaired problem with float controller on lift station #3.

· Replaced failed warning light on lift station  #7.

· Replaced reagent supply lines to inline chlorine analyzer.

· Set up new pH conductivity analyzer.
