DEFINING AND CLASSIFYING CONNECTION FEES

AND OPERATING CHARGES

FOR SEWER SERVICE AND SUPERCEEDING

ORDINANCE 93-04, ORDINANCE 94-04, ORDINANCE 81-09
 AND MODIFYING ORDINANCE 99-01
BE IT ENACTED BY THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE DONNER SUMMIT PUBLIC UTILITY DISTRICT, as follows:

1. That Section 6 of Ordinance 99-01, applicable to Sewer Service Connection Fees be modified as follows:

6.1 Sewer Connections shall be considered the property of the Donner Summit Public Utility District, and the Donner Summit Public Utility District shall retain all rights to such Sewer Connections.  As such any Sewer Connection must be used by the Property Owner for its stated purpose, and is not transferable.  
6.2 Schedule III – Connection Fees





6.3.1
Per EDU Connection -- $7,800.00

6.3 Payment of Connection Fee and Maximum Number of EDUs Allowed to Be Purchased – Payment of the aforementioned Connection Fees shall be made in accordance with the following terms and conditions:

6.3.1 All Connection Fees shall be paid concurrently with and at the time of application for Sewer Service.

6.3.2 The maximum number of EDUs any one individual, corporation, partnership or any other entity may purchase is two (2).

6.4 Maintenance and Repair Charges – Annual Maintenance and Repair charges shall be paid on all EDU(s) purchased.  That charge per EDU(s) shall be determined as follows:

6.4.1 The cost per EDU(s) shall be based on the most current budget for Annual Maintenance and Repair costs.  As an example, EDU(s) purchased in February 2006 will be based on the Budgeted Cost for the Fiscal Year Ending June 30, 2006.

6.4.2 All Maintenance and Repair charges shall be billed on a Quarterly Basis.

6.5 Debt Service Charges – Annual Debt Service charges shall be paid on all EDU’s purchased.  That charge per EDU(s) shall be determined as follows:

6.5.1 The cost per EDU(s) shall be based on the most current budget for Debt Service costs.  As an example, EDU(s) purchased in February 2006 will be based on the Budgeted Cost for the Fiscal Year Ending June 30, 2006.

6.5.2 All Debt Service charges shall be billed on a Quarterly Basis.

6.6 Failure to Pay – If any charges billed in accordance with Paragraphs 6.4, and 6.5, above, remain unpaid for a period of 90 days, then the following provisions shall apply.

6.6.1 The purchased EDU(s) will be reclaimed by the District, with no further obligation by the District to provide the Buyer of the EDU(s) with any services related to the reclaimed EDU(s).

6.7 Voluntary Return of EDU(s) by Purchaser – If, within a twelve (12) month period after the date of purchase of the EDU(s), the purchaser determined that the EDU(s) is not needed, and requests to return the unused EDU(s) to the District, the District shall repurchase the EDU(s) based on the following schedule:

6.7.1 Returned within 30 days of purchase –       $7,300.00

6.7.2 Returned after 30 days, before 180 Days -  $6,800.00

6.7.3 Returned after 180 Days, before 365 Days - $5,800.00

6.8 Failure to Connect or Use Purchased EDU(s) / Request for Additional Time. – If purchased EDU(s) remain unconnected or unused at the end of three (3) years from the date of purchase, the customer may request up to an additional two (2) year period in which to connect or use the unused EDU(s).

6.8.1 The request for an extension of time must be made in writing to the Board of Directors prior to the expiration of the three (3) year period from the date of purchase.

6.8.2 The request must state the reason for the failure to Connect or Use the EDU(s).

6.8.3 The request must state the amount of additional time that is being requested, not to exceed two (2) years, for the connection or use of the EDU(s).

6.8.4 The request must be approved by the Board of Directors before it becomes effective.

6.8.5 If the request for extension is not approved by the Board of Directors, or no request for extension is received by the Board of Directors prior to the expiration of the three (3) year period from the date of purchase, then the District shall reclaim the Unused or Unconnected EDU(s) and reimburse the purchaser at the rate of $3,900.00 per reclaimed EDU.

6.9 Failure to Connect or Use Purchased EDU(s) after Extension of Time – If the purchased EDU(s) remain unconnected or unused after two (2) years from the date of the extension, then the District shall reclaim the Unused or Unconnected EDU(s) and reimburse the purchaser at the rate of $3,120.00 per reclaimed EDU. 

6.10 In the case where a ratepayer has not connected or used the  purchased EDU(s) within the allowable timeframe as set forth above or as set forth for those entities who previously purchased multiple EDU(s) under Section 6.10 of DSPUD Ordinance 99-01, at no fault of the ratepayer or as a result of acts or  occurrences of other parties or entities, acts of God or by force majeure, the District at it’s discretion may consider extending the rate payer EDU(s) and the cost of the EDU(s) shall be based upon the difference between what the District would have had to reimburse the ratepayer upon reclaiming the EDU(s) and the cost of the EDU(s) at that time of the additional extension.

If the District grants an extension under this proviso then the 
extension of time shall be as stated in Section 6.8, 3 (three) year 
initial period with the option to request an additional 2 (two) year 
extension.
6.11 Application of Funds Received – All amounts received for the purchase of EDU’s shall be distributed as follows

6.11.1 All funds received for the direct purchase of EDU(s) shall be credited to the Plant Replacement Reserve.

6.12 Calculation and Reporting of used and available EDU’s – The General Manager of the District shall prepare a monthly accounting of used and available EDU(s) for sewer services within the District and report that information to the Board of Directors on a monthly basis.
